Technical Regulation 
 
 
Rules: 
Although it is not mentioned in this document, tournaments are played in accordance with the 
regulation of FIDE in force at the time of competition. 
 
Requirements:  
All the properly registered players along with the payment of the registration fee and with the 
medical certificate of fitness for physical activities are allowed to take part in the competition. 
  



Categories:    
Men “Open Class” 
Women “Open Class” 
 
Game model:  
Competition will be divided into Rapid 30’, Rapid 15’ and Blitz 3’+2’’ tournaments with individual 
ranking for each of them. Individual ranking will take into account individual points, with tie-break 
system based on Buchholz, Buchholz cut 1, ARO.  
There will be a separate team ranking for each company. Each company can be represented by 1 
player or by a high number of players or by an undefined number of players. There are no limits for 
the number of participants. The company ranking will take into account the sum of individual 
points of the three best players (those who will get the highest number of points in each individual 
tournament) of each company, with tie-break system based on the sum of Buchholz and ARO.  
 
Schedule of tournaments: 
4 June 2015: Rapid 30' tournament- 6 rounds (Amalfi system)  
5 June 2015: Rapid 15' tournament- 8 rounds (Swiss system)  
6 June 2015: Blitz 3'+2” tournament-9 rounds (Swiss system) 
 
Attendance: 
All players must show up at the board at least 15 minutes before the beginning of the first round. 
 
 
Referees:  
Referees will be provided, approximately 1 referee for every 50 players. 
 
Results:  
Results will be published on ECSG official website, in the “Chess” section, and on the noticeboard 
of the accreditation center set up in Tourism Palace. 
 
Appeals:   
All appeals concerning the Championship must be lodged in written form with the judge no longer 
than 30 minutes after the end of the match, along with a deposit of € 30 which will be returned in 
case of admission. 
 
Final arrangements:   
Each participant travels and attends the event at own risk. Organizers provide first aid only. It is 
compulsory to bring a copy of the individual insurance policy along all the time
